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Proposal:

With the passage of SB 09-228, current law requires that in a given year when General Fund revenues are
not sufficient to support the General Fund appropriation for that fiscal year (as summarized by the Joint
Budget Committee’s Appropriation Report), revenue collected through limited gaming that would
otherwise be transferred to the Colorado Travel and Tourism, New Jobs Incentives, State Council on the
Arts, Film Incentives, and the Clean Energy cash funds would instead be transferred to the General Fund.
This proposal requests a legislative change for FY 2009-10 and FY 2010-11, to require, regardless of the
Joint Budget Committee Appropriation Report, a portion of revenues that would otherwise go to the above
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
