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Proposal:

Colorado seniors or their surviving spouses who have owned their primary residence for at least ten
consecutive years are eligible to receive a reduction to the actual value of their property, up to a maximum
of $100,000 for property tax purposes. If an individual qualifies, the State pays taxes on the exempted

value. This legislative proposal would temporarily suspend any benefit from this exemption for FY 2010-
11 and FY 2011-12.
